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BY-LAW CHANGES TO BE VOTED ON AT MARCH 12, 2009 MEETING
(You must have been a member for at least 30 days to vote on the by-laws.)

**NEW**ARTICLE VI	 	 EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE 

Section 1.!! The Executive Committee shall be composed of the ofÞcers of the Club, and the Chair of other Standing 
Committees, as determined by the President is appropriate to accomplish the goals and objectives for her term.#

Section 2.  " The Executive Committee shall have general supervision of the affairs of the Club between general meetings 
and Board of  Directors meetings. The Executive Committee may not modify any action taken by the Board of  Directors. 

Section 3.!The limit on expenditures made by the Executive Committee shall be 5% of the ClubÕs funds, based on the most 
recent TreasurerÕs report.   

Section 4. ! The Executive Committee shall meet monthly.  The full Board of Directors shall meet every other month, or 
more or less frequently, if situations arise that the President deems the Board of DirectorsÕ input is needed.  A majority of 50% + 1 will 
constitute a quorum for Executive Committee meetings.

The Standing Committees shall be as follows:  Bylaws and Rules, Candidate Recruitment and Campaigns, 
Communications (Telephone, Media/Public Relations, Newsletter), Community Service, Fundraising/Special Events, Legislative, Media 
and Public Relations, Membership, Newsletter, and Program, Special Events, and Telephone.  The slate of  Standing Committee Chairs 
shall be presented to the membership.
